Since | last wrote to you about my travels to Bowling Green, Kentucky and the National Corvette
Museum, a lot has transpired.

Since then, one of Corvette Club of Michigan’s finest female competitors, Kimberlee Fast, passed away.
Kim could be found at autocross events and rallyes with her father Chuck Fast, and make no bones about
it, Kim was a formidable driver, who could turn times as well as, or better than some men in our club, me
included.

On Sunday, October 24, 2010 a trip was planned by a member of the Legends Corvette Club to support
long time members of CCM, Chuck and Sharon Fast, as they prepared to travel to the National Corvette
Museum to dedicate a bench to honor their daughter, Kimberlee, and take delivery of their new 2011
Cyber Gray Chevrolet Corvette ZR1.

The trip began, like most other Corvette trips, with enthusiasts gathered to support one another as we
prepared to embark on a journey that was both somber and joyous at the same time. We had great fall
weather that Sunday morning and seventeen participants ready to hit the road to Bowling Green.

As most Corvette trips go, someone had to breakdown and we were thankful that this
happened, before we actually got started, so the owners of this particular ZR-1 were able to obtain
another car before we departed. They now had the dubious distinction of being the tail car in the
caravan, which was appropriate, since they were now driving a Mustang!

We got underway, and made it to our breakfast stop, which happened to be a Cracker Barrel in Ohio. At
breakfast we continued to make acquaintances and enjoy each other's company. We arrived in Bowling
Green late in the evening and decided to settle in to our hotel, which was right across from the museum.

After unpacking, we headed out to Mariah’s Restaurant in Downtown Bowling Green. After a fun-filled
day of driving Corvettes, every owner should be rewarded with a delicious and filling meal at a great
restaurant.
