governor’sreport 



 
By the time this issue of “Slipstream” gets into your hands (or onto your computer screen) early Septem-
ber, there will be four events left for the 2010 Detroit Council Champ Autocross season. 
 
The final four events will be: 
September 12: MSCC at Belle Isle 
September 19: CCM at Poletown 
October 3: MSCC at Belle Isle (rain date make up from their June 27th event) 
October 10: CCM at Poletown 
 
With fifteen Champ events to be run in 2010, each individual’s ten best results will count, for both class 
and overall standings. Individual (overall), class, and team points are regularly updated on the Council 
website: http://dcscc.blogspot.com 
 
As this season starts to wind down, I’d like to explain how Detroit Council functions and how to get rule 
change suggestions looked at. 
 
Detroit Council is composed of member clubs. There are six member clubs, of which Corvette Club of 
Michigan is one of them. Each club has a representative to the Council. Council has a president, vice-
president, secretary, treasurer, registrar, and pointskeeper to help with the administrative functions. 
Some of these positions are filled by a “tag team” approach, and some folks hold multiple offices. 
 
If you have an item that you would like to suggest, make your thoughts known to the CCM Council rep-
resentative . . . that would be me! We can discuss it and see if it makes sense to turn it into a proposal. 
This gets brought before Council and the representatives would vote on it. 
 
One example of this is that last year it was felt that the minimum slalom spacing as defined by the De-
troit Council rules was too tight. We at CCM made a proposal to have this changed. With some discus-
sion and wording changes, this was adopted for the 2010 season. 
 
For the 2011 season, Detroit Council will try to have the rule changes discussed and agreed upon 
shortly after the end of year holidays. So get to me any input that you have. 
 
The preparation limits (what modifications are allowed for each category, ie: Stock, Street Prepared, 
etc.) are heavily based off the SCCA (Sports Car Club of America) rules. The classifications of cars 
within each class is again heavily based off the SCCA rules. The basis of this is that SCCA is the one 
organization that has a national rule set that encompasses “all” cars (not just individual marques), so it 
has become most convenient and, for the most part, the “fairest” rule set to adopt. Detroit Council has 
made some minor changes for ease of administration, and we do have a unique category (our Street 
Modified, for both race and street tires, which is AMT/BMT/CMT and AMR/BMR/CMR) for our local 
needs. 
 
I know that there are nuances between NCCC and Detroit Council rules, and that for the newbie (or 
even the more experienced competitor) looking at rules can be confusing. Please feel free to direct any 
questions to me, and I would be pleased to assist.
