I suspect this will be my final installment of car care items for the year as I’m sure 
most of us will put our babies away for their long winter nap by the time the 
December issue rolls around. If this is your first year putting your lady away for 
the year, here are a few of my personal suggestions as I had no issues after 
mine went through her first winter nap. Everybody has their own thing, I can 
speak from experience that this worked for me.  

1. Change the oil…you don’t know what is in that soupy mess.  
2. If you can, put a fresh coat of wax on (just less to do in the spring) 
3. Put down a layer of plastic to keep the moisture off the undercarriage 
4. Wipe the underside with a general type cleaner (i.e. Armor All cleaner) 
5. Pull the battery out, put it in the basement on a bench or board – do not 

leave it on the concrete & hook it up to a battery tender. If your garage is 
NOT heated, pulling the battery is somewhat important. The new ones (C6 
for sure, not positive about C5’s) have gel batteries. Once the gel freezes, 
the battery will swell and deform. Not only is it aesthetically unappealing, it 
does rarely explode.  

6. Do not start it and let it run – you’re better off to just let it sit & start it in the 
spring. 

7. Kiss her good night, put a cover on it and whatever you do, DO NOT use it 
to store stuff on…she deserves better than that. LOL 

8. Don’t forget to talk to her every now & again. She’ll miss you too

ANOTHER VICTORY FOR CORVETTE: MOSPORT WIN IS STORY 
OF THE YEAR 

O'Connell, Magnussen gave team first GT2 triumph 

Corvette Racing won again in the American Le Mans Series as fans voted 
the team’s first GT2 victory at Mosport in August as the Story of the Year 
for 2009. Johnny O’Connell, who made his 100th start in the Series, 
teamed with Jan Magnussen in the third race for the GT2 version of the 
No. 3 Corvette C6.R during the Mobil 1 presents the Grand Prix of 
Mosport weekend. 
 
The triumph at Mosport International Raceway received 21.4 percent of 
the vote in a poll at americanlemans.com. Patrón Highcroft 
Racing’s amazing build-up of a brand new Acura ARX-02a on Friday and 
Saturday at Petit Le Mans powered by MAZDA6 was second with 17.8 
percent. The Acura was destroyed in a horrific accident during Thursday’s 
second practice session at Road Atlanta with Scott Sharp at the wheel. 
 
Flying Lizard Motorsports’ string of five consecutive GT2 victories from 
St. Petersburg to Mid-Ohio ranked third in the voting. Gil de Ferran’s 
career-ending victory with Simon Pagenaud at Mazda Raceway Laguna 
Seca placed fourth, followed by Risi Competizione’s sweep of the three 
major endurance events in GT2 – Sebring, Le Mans and Petit Le Mans.
