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MICHIGAN CORVETTE CARAVAN 

National Corvette Museum 15th Anniversary Celebration 
And Fourth National Corvette Caravan 

The National Corvette Museum, in Bowling Green Kentucky, celebrated its Fifteenth 
Anniversary and Grand Re-Opening this past Labor Day Weekend, September 3-6, 
2009.  As part of the celebration, there were Corvette Caravans and enthusiasts from 
around the United States converging on Bowling Green to take part in the celebration. 

The official numbers, as provided by the National Corvette Museum indicates there were 
some twenty-five Broad Range Caravans with the largest one being composed of over 
900 Corvettes.  5,290 people were officially registered for the event and over 24,000 
people visited the museum over the course of the weekend event.  There was an 
estimated total of over 4,500 Corvettes and the museum gained 1,800 new members.  

The Michigan Caravan was sponsored by Les Stanford Chevrolet, and we had over 170 
participants officially sign up as part of the Michigan Caravan contingency.  We departed 
from the Pratt and Miller Engineering facility located at 29600 W. K. Smith Dr. in New 
Hudson, Michigan on Wednesday, September 2, 2009.  When we left Pratt and Miller we 
had approximately 70 Corvettes.  While at Pratt and Miller, we were treated to a 
continental breakfast and given a tour of the facility.  Prior to our departure, door prizes 
were given out to a few lucky participants and a driver’s meeting was held.  While at the 
driver’s meeting, we were informed there was a traffic crash along our planned route, so 
we re-routed the caravan through the Lansing area on our way to Marshall, Michigan to 
pick up some other participants at the local K-Mart Store.  We began our travels with 
great weather and made it to Marshall, just fifteen minutes later than had been 
scheduled.  

While at the Marshall stop, we had an opportunity to pick up goodies, make adjustments 
and meet more enthusiastic Corvette owners, who were ready for an exciting road trip.  
After a second driver’s meeting, we once again loaded up and were headed out to Fort 
Wayne, Indiana for lunch.  This part of the journey lasted an hour and a half, when we 
arrived in Fort Wayne for lunch.  This is also where the caravan suffered its first 
casualty, which turned out to be a faulty alternator bearing on my car. 

After a quick diagnosis by Bruce Wentzel and making other arrangements, the caravan 
was back under way, now under the leadership of the Co-Captain, Jennifer Everhart.  
Jennifer led the group on into Indianapolis, Indiana and to the hotel designation without 
any other issues.  Most participants stated it was the best lead part of the trip so far. 
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While in Indianapolis, we ended our first day of the journey and we had our choice of 
some of the finer dining establishments in Indianapolis. 

On day two of the Michigan Caravan, we started off with a parade lap on the 
Indianapolis Motor Speedway.  Those that did not want to take a lap of the speedway 
were given the choice to visit the Indianapolis Motor Speedway’s museum; however we 
had almost 100% participation on the parade lap.  The parade lap was done in 
conjunction with the Indiana Caravan group.   

After we took our lap on the speedway (at somewhat less than supersonic speeds), the 
Michigan contingency re-grouped and participated in a “Scenic Drive” of Indiana.  This 
portion of the drive included some exciting twisting roads and scenic countryside that 
seemed to be ideal for Corvette driving.  Although the Michigan Caravan became split 
up, after leaving the speedway, we were able to regroup over half of the participants 
along the scenic drive.  Those that were not able to meet up with the main group 
continued on their way to our lunch stop in Louisville, Kentucky.   

After the scenic tour, the caravan returned to the interstate and headed to lunch in 
Louisville, Kentucky, where our lunch host was the Kentucky Caravan group and their 
local sponsor.  During our lunch break we were advised of yet another traffic crash that 
would be ahead of us on our way to Bowling Green, so we once again, planned an 
alternate route that would take us off the interstate and provide us with another 
opportunity to travel some of the scenic twisty roadways of Kentucky. 

When we were able to return to the interstate, we found ourselves just twenty miles 
north of our exit for the museum.  In preparation for our arrival at the museum, all 
captains were to notify the museum when we were fifteen minutes away.  So, per my 
instructions, I called the museum to notify them, and they were shocked to know that 
Michigan was ahead of schedule.  We arrived at our exit and staged at the assembly 
plant in preparation for our parade through the museum’s property. 

Once we had the majority of our caravan participants with us, we paraded to the 
museum, first through the new parking lot, in front of the newly opened addition to the 
museum, then through the main lot and in front of the main entrance.  There we were 
greeted by all of the patrons attending the events for the weekend.  It was a very exciting 
end to a journey that was filled with a lot of laughs and camaraderie with fellow Corvette 
enthusiasts.   

For the record, the Michigan Caravan only suffered three alternator related issues, one 
ECM related problem and one engine malfunction.  All participants were able to have 
repairs made.  One of our participants even won $1,000 dollars during one of the many 
raffles at the National Corvette Museum! 

Once the caravan was over, everyone took part in the many events planned at the 
National Corvette Museum over the Labor Day weekend.  I saw a lot of the participants 
while attending other events and everyone appeared to be having a great time and 
enjoying the festivities.
